Homeless people who want to make money can apply for a job selling a magazine called The Big Issue. First, they must prove they're homeless or soon will be. After training, they each receive 10 free copies of the magazine which sell for NT$100 each. With the money they make, they buy more magazines for NT$50 each. The more magazines they sell, the more they earn. 

In 1991, John Bird and Gordon Roddick, of the United Kingdom, wanted to help homeless people. They established an organization called The Big Issue Foundation and began publishing The Big Issue, a monthly magazine that homeless people could sell. Its appealing content made people want to buy and read it. The idea spread around the world. In Taiwan, for example, magazine editor Fines Lee published Taiwan’s first copy of The Big Issue in April, 2010. “Instead of giving the homeless money,” Lee says, “we provide them with a way to help themselves … and we encourage the public to do the same.” 

To promote the magazine, The Big Issue Foundation has recently partnered with a London-based website called Whatsonstage.com. In addition to publishing theater news and selling discounted theater tickets, the website presents awards each year to the top actors, writers, directors, producers and others involved in London theater productions. Whatsonstage.com has chosen The Big Issue Foundation as the official charity of its annual Award Ceremony, which is held each year in February. In February of 2014, Whatsonstage.com also held its first Stage Swap. In this one-day event, stage actors and actresses helped homeless people sell copies of The Big Issue on London's streets.

On a map of the world, the Azores may be a little hard to spot. This small volcanic island group lies 1,815 kilometers west of Europe, right in the middle of the Atlantic. But don’t judge the Azores by their size. These nine Portuguese islands offer a wonderful off-the-beaten-path experience. 

The Azores were first discovered by Portuguese explorers in 1427. People began to settle on the islands a few years later. The economy grew as European and African countries began to trade with the islands. Their rich soil was the perfect place to grow wheat, sugar and fruit. The people who lived there, called Azoreans, were brave people. They survived in spite of natural disasters, pirate attacks, war and invasion. Today the Azores are an important source of trade with Europe. They’re also a favorite vacation spot for visitors, who give the local economy an important boost.
One of the Azores' popular attractions is Furnas, a community located on top of a volcano. Furnas' residents don't worry about the volcano since it hasn't been active since 1630. Inside the volcano is a warm, spring-fed lake. Brown in color, the lake is a popular place to bathe because of the healthy minerals it contains. From openings in the ground around the lake, hot steam and gases rise into the air. Restaurants in the nearby town of Furnas use these openings as natural ovens. After combining several kinds of meat with sausage and vegetables, a cook places the food in a large covered pot, which he then lowers into an opening, where it cooks for five to seven hours. The result is a delicious dish called cozido that visitors never fail to enjoy.

Mangoes are more than just fruit. They also contain large seeds. Inside each seed is a soft "kernel." Manufacturers remove these kernels from dried mango seeds and process them to make a soft, creamy material called "mango butter." 

Raw mango butter is a popular ingredient in many personal care items. These include lotions, shampoos, lipstick and even soap. 

When lotion containing mango butter is applied to skin, moisture from the lotion enters the skin and softens it. At the same time, the lotion smoothes out wrinkles, making the skin look younger. Mango butter lotion can also protect skin from the sun's harmful rays. For this reason, many people apply mango butter to their skin before going outside on hot summer days.
Mango butter has a similar effect in shampoos. When a shampoo containing mango butter is used, it puts moisture into the hair. This strengthens the hair. As a consequence, the hair looks shiny and healthy, and individual strands of hair are less likely to break. 

Some brands of lipstick also contain mango butter. Besides coloring lips, these lipsticks smooth and soften them by adding moisture.
Many types of soap are hard on skin. But soap containing mango butter is not. Instead, it not only cleans skin but also puts moisture into it. For this reason, some men use mango butter soap before shaving. The mango butter smoothes the skin and prepares it for the razor.
